At the  February 19th Monthly Membership meeting Secretary/Treasurer Arthur Richman read a letter he sent to President Leno and National Vice President Eugene Hudson which was titled: Retirement and Notice of Scheduled Resignation.

In the letter he stated that he informed President Leno early on last year that he would be retiring from the VA at the end of May 2008 and that he has given serious thought to the matter of staying on after retirement as an officer and/or a steward for our local.  He indicated that his work would have to be somewhat limited in scope to either include secretary and/or treasurer or stewardship, but certainly not all, and would be performed on his own personal time without compensation.
However, after much consideration, he stated, he has decided to couple his retirement from the VA with his resignation from our local as an officer and steward.
He went on to state that his resignation as Secretary/Treasurer on his retirement from the VA is currently a plan and will only be effective when he sends the President a letter of resignation.

He said that he currently plans to retain membership in our local as a retiree.
Secretary/Treasurer Richman concluded by saying that he is hoping for a smoothe transition and will work with the President in order to insure proper training for the skills and techniques he uses in the performance of his duties as Secretary and as Treasurer and that this would be consuming most of his available time and did ask for her understanding and support.
